AP English Literature and Composition Course Overview

AP English Literature and Composition will prepare you for your studies in college and beyond.  It is essential you practice time-management and independent reading skills.

AP English Literature and Composition engages students in the careful reading and critical analysis of imaginative literature.  Through the close reading of selected texts, students deepen their understanding of the ways writers use language to provide both meaning and pleasure for their readers.  As they read, students consider a work’s structure, style, and themes, as well as such smaller-scale elements as the use of 

figurative language, imagery, symbolism, and tone.
As writers, we will strive to acquire stylistic maturity, which, for AP English, is characterized by:

( a wide-ranging vocabulary used with denotative accuracy and connotative resourcefulness;
( a variety of sentence structures, including appropriate use of subordinate and coordinate constructions;
( logical organization, enhanced by specific techniques to increase coherence (e.g. repetition and transitions);
( a balance of generalization and specific illustrative detail; and
( an effective use of rhetoric, including controlling tone, maintaining a consistent voice, and achieving emphasis through parallelism and antithesis
Upon completing the AP English Literature and Composition course, students should be able to:

1. Re-read with pleasure, followed by thoughtful discussion and writing.

2. Read closely, involving the following elements: the experience of literature, the interpretation of literature, and the evaluation of literature.

3. Write confidently and well—expository, analytical, and argumentative essays.
4. Develop the maturity, the skill, and the will to seek the larger meaning in texts through thoughtful research.

5. Understand literary tradition: how does imaginative literature build upon the ideas, works, and authors of earlier times?

The AP English Literature and Composition Exam is a three-hour exam including multiple-choice questions  and several essays.  The exam consists of 60 minutes for multiple-choice questions, followed by 120 minutes for free-response questions.  Performance on the free-response section of the exam counts for 55 percent of the total score; performance on the multiple-choice section counts for 45 percent.  Because points are not deducted for incorrect answers, students are encouraged to answer all multiple-choice questions.
