Survey of Literature Course Description

This course emphasizes the study of the literary, cultural, and human significance of selected works of literature.  We will study units on mythology, Shakespeare, selected novels, poetry, short stories, and non-fiction readings.  In addition, we will hone our grammar and vocabulary skills through drills and creative writing exercises. As writers, we will strive to acquire stylistic maturity characterized by a wide-ranging vocabulary, a variety of sentence structures, logical organization, and an effective use of rhetoric. We will complete timed in-class essays in preparation for both the SAT and AP level classes. Students will craft analytical essays based on careful reading and mastery of literary devices. Through practice and participation, we will improve our critical thinking, reading, writing, and speaking skills.
